How the program works
The BCIT Wood Processing Program is a one-year program with two main components: online 
learning, and two virtual workshops. The program courses are as follows:

• Lumber Fundamentals (Industry Overview)
• Sawmill Technology
• Wood Processing Tools
• Quality Control
• Kiln Drying

If accepted, you will continue to work in your current position and spend 10-15 hours studying each 
week outside of work. Your studying will be a combination of reading, online discussion, tests, and 
project work. For each course, you will have a BCIT Instructor available to answer your questions. 

Upon completion of the program you will earn an Associate Certificate from BCIT, an educational 
institute recognized across North America.
