It also promotes forest
certification with family forest owners and requires contract loggers and wood producers to
participate in appropriate logger training programs and be considered Qualified Logging
Professionals.

To implement and achieve the SFI Fiber Sourcing Standard, Interfor has developed and
adopted programs and plans to guide its wood procurement activities. These programs and
plans are contained in appropriate documents including the SFI Evidence Manual, the SFI
Fiber Sourcing Program and Annual Management Review.

The company is committed to annually review the effectiveness of its Sustainable Forestry
Policy, Programs, and Systems and to continually improve its sustainable forestry program.
